BHCRI Membership Guidelines

Eligibility and acceptance for membership of the Beatrice Hunter Cancer Research Institute (BHCRI) is the decision of the Membership Committee and the Board of the Institute. Potential members are assessed for eligibility based upon expectations appropriate to the membership level and their position. The Institute has the right to revoke membership if it is deemed that a member is not actively contributing to the cancer focus of the Institute or is not in good standing. To be in good standing, members must have paid their fees and provided their updated information to the BHCRI office for the current academic year. Members must exhibit professional behaviour and ethical standards in the workplace.

There are five categories of membership:
· Senior Scientist
· Associate

· Affiliate

· Student
· Honorary

The membership year begins 1 September. The fees for 2011-2012 year are:

Senior Scientist

The normal period of membership for Senior Scientists is three years and is renewable. 
Criteria:

· Member of university, college, hospital, health care centre or research institute in Atlantic Canada

· Expert in any area of cancer research (fundamental, clinical, population, behavioral) 

· Engaged in research, a substantial component of which must be research that is clearly relevant to cancer

· Evidence of recent peer-reviewed operational funding support (e.g national or provincial funding agencies, per case funding for clinical trial accrual, peer-reviewed departmental support for research activities) for cancer-related research either as a primary applicant or co-applicant.

· Publications (within the past 5 years) and/or other evidence of cancer-related research at a provincial, national or international level, such as: accrual to clinical trials, participation in health outcomes research or evidence-based clinical practice guideline development

Roles and Responsibilities:

· Obligated to make substantial contributions to Institute activities

· Willing to take an active role in no less than two Institute activities per year, if asked. Examples are: peer review, seminars and committee membership

· Should acknowledge Institute affiliation, where possible and appropriate, in publications and presentations relevant to cancer 

· Must provide updated researcher information for the website by September 30th  of each year

· Should acknowledge the support of Institute funding, as applicable

· Must show a positive mentoring attitude toward all Institute trainees

· Must provide permission to display required individual information on website and be included in our database of experts

Opportunities:

· May list status as a Senior Scientist of the Beatrice Hunter Cancer Research Institute (BHCRI) in resume and in signature line on correspondence

· Eligible to serve on Board of Directors and other committees of the Institute

· Eligible to apply for Institute funding, subject to the guidelines of the funding partner(s).
Associate Members

The normal period of membership for Associate Members is three years and is renewable. Associate members are eligible for promotion to the Senior Scientist level at any time upon fulfilling the necessary criteria. Associate members are not normally eligible to apply for Institute funding.
Criteria:

· Member of university, college, hospital, health care centre or research institute in Atlantic Canada

· Engaged in cancer research activities or currently active in clinical practice with a dominant focus on clinical cancer care

· Committed to the research goals of the Institute

Roles and Responsibilities:

· Willing to take an active role in one Institute activity per year, if asked. Examples are: peer review, seminars and review committee membership

· Willing to make meaningful contributions to participation in Institute activities 

· Must provide updated personal information for the website by September 30th  of each year

· Must provide permission to display required individual information on website and be included in our database of experts

Opportunities:

· May list membership in resume but not as part of signature line on correspondence 

· Eligible to serve on committees of the Institute

· Eligible to apply for Senior Scientist membership upon renewal of Associate membership, if circumstances warrant

Affiliate Members

The normal period of membership for Affiliate Members is from one to three years. Affiliate members are eligible for promotion to other classes of membership upon fulfilling the necessary criteria.

Criteria:

· Affiliated member of university, college, hospital, health care centre or research institute in Atlantic Canada, engaged in cancer research activities; or

· An administrator at a provincial, national or international, governmental or non-governmental, organization that supports cancer research; or

· Resident, postdoctoral fellow or other senior trainee, engaged in cancer research activities

Roles and Responsibilities:

· Willing to take an active role in one Institute activity per year, if asked. Examples are: peer review, seminars and review committee membership

· Willing to make meaningful contributions to participation in Institute activities 

· Must provide updated personal information for the website by September 30th  of each year

· Must provide permission to display required individual information on website and be included in our database of experts, if appropriate

Opportunities:

· May list membership in resume but not as part of signature line on correspondence

· Eligible to serve on committees of the Institute

· Eligible to apply for other classes of membership upon renewal of Affiliate membership, if circumstances warrant

Student Members

The normal period of membership for Student Members is one year, renewable.

Criteria:

· Undergraduate or graduate student at a university or college in Atlantic Canada with an interest in cancer research

Roles and Responsibilities:

· Must provide permission to display appropriate personal information on website

Honorary Memberships

Honorary Memberships are one way in which the Institute is able to recognize particular individuals who have made key contributions to the goals of the BHCRI, and are determined by the following guidelines:

· The Board may award no more than two Honorary Memberships each year

· Nominations for Honorary Memberships will be sought by the Membership Committee in June of each year from throughout the community 

· Decisions will normally be made in September and announced at the annual BHCRI Cancer Research Symposium

· These awards are life memberships

· There is no membership fee
